APAOC is setting up an account with COA through its Foundation for the Advancement of
Public Health (COF) to handle our monetary matters for a token fee. CDR Szeto provided the
info through an email and a short teleconference was held last week for Q&A. As of this
morning, APAOC needs one more vote to have the majority for a go. It has always been a
logistic and legal struggle for officer organizations to handle their monetary matters. Some
organizations go through the Henry Jackson Foundation for their account and we looked into
that last year. Recently COF offers to help and this is particularly timely as it will be very
helpful with the numerous checks and transactions in merchandizing our coin.

CDR Szeto recommends setting up a Merchandizing ad hoc subcommittee to handle the
logistics, supply and inventory, etc. of our new coin. CDR Lanchi Nguyen, LCDR Paraoan,
LTJG Hassan, and she have volunteered to help. This subcommittee needs a Chair. Please let
CDR Szeto know if you are interested and need more information.

CDR Lee Hanley, a COA Denver Rocky Mountain Branch Officer and a member of the Mile
High Color Guard, asked if APAOC would consider donating an item for their raffle during the
Conference at Denver to raise funds for the Color Guard equipment. The equipment will be
owned by the RMCOA Branch. The first prize is a PHS sword worth $400 and each raffle
ticket is $10. Right now the Dietitian category donated 2 of their T-shirts and 1 Dietitian
category coin. CDR Szeto asked for suggesting on items for APAOC to donate.

APAOC was asked to help with providing medical and general support for the reunion of the
14th Air Services Group and 987 Signal Corps WWII veterans in May. These groups were
mostly made up of Chinese Americans who served in the China-Burma-India theatre during
WWII and were associated with Chennault's Flying Tigers. Most of these men are in their 80's
now, and it may be one of the last reunions they have. They need volunteers to help with
registration, greeters, possibly meeting at the airport for the veterans flying alone on Thursday
and Friday, May 25 & 26. Depending on the number of participants, they may need 1 medical
volunteer and a couple chaperones on each bus to go on the bus tours with them during the day
on Friday May 26, Saturday May 27 and Sunday May 28 while they are visiting Arlington,
museums, and monuments by bus. Please let me know if you are interested. It was extremely
gratifying experience for CDR Szeto personally as she helped with prior events to honor the
Asian WWII heroes. They were very appreciative that we remember them and they had so
much to share.

We will again co-host the DHHS APAnet 7" Annual Leadership Training and Awards
Ceremony on May 25". RADM Moritsugu will be the keynote speaker. It will be in the FDA
building on Fisher Lane right next to the Parklawn bldg. Volunteers are needed to help with
the Award, Food, Logistics, and Public Relations Committees. Please let LCDR Soju Chang
or CDR Szeto know if you can help. You are encouraged to come to the training session and
food sampling.

The APAOC and Katrina coins were circulated in the conference room and will have them
posted on our website. They will be available in April 2006. The following information was
provided by CDR Trinh:
